This 
must happen on each day of absence for the school to keep appropriate records on each child if requested from the 
authority. School starts at 09:00. The doors are opened at 08:45 and gates are locked at 08:55 Please help your child 
to be prepared for learning by getting them to school before the gates are locked.
